For this mitzvah we use wine - o¦i©i, spices - mi ¦nÜ §A, and a candle - x¥p.
We say a brachah on each of these, and conclude with the havdalah

berachah, which praises Hashem for separating between W ¤cŸw and lFg.
The flame reminds us of the first fire, which was made after the first

Shabbat, and separates from Shabbat when it was forbidden to light a fire.
