serve/worship them.  We are forbidden even to believe that another ‘god’ exists
aside from Hashem.  If we also worship an idol we break additional mitzvos.

You shall not take the Name of Hashem, your G-d, in vain.
It is forbidden to make a vain (needless) oath using Hashem’s Name.  There are
four types of needless oath (see below *).  Hashem is the greatest Being, and we must
only use His Name with enormous respect and when we have an important need to do so.
